When Amos reports his vision of God
judging Israel for its mistreatment of the
poor, he becomes a threat to the power of
the priests and the king. John the Baptist
also speaks truth to power, and Herod has
him killed. In Herod’s fear that Jesus is
John returned from the dead, we may hear
hope for the oppressed: all the prophets
killed through the ages are alive in Jesus.
We are called to witness to justice in
company with them, and to proclaim God’s
saving love.

For just as the body is one and has many members...so it is with Christ. For in
the one Spirit we were all baptized into one body.... If one member suffers, all
suffer together with it; if one member is honored, all rejoice together with it (1
Corinthians 12:12-13, 26). Because the worshiping members of Jerusalem have
a significantly higher vaccination rate than our county that, together with new
recommendations from the CDC and other church guidelines, has been
prayerfully weighed by our leaders, along with the many different needs and
wishes within our congregation.

POLICIES ON MASKS AND DISTANCING

e Vaccinated people may choose whether or not to wear a mask.
